BY-LAW 20-2018

Being a By-law to appoint by-law enforcement
Officers and municipal law enforcement officers for
Purposes of the Dog Owners’ Liability Act

WHEREAS section 9 of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 2001 c.25 provides that
a municipality has the capacity, rights, powers and privileges of a natural
person for the purpose of exercising its authority under this or any other Act;

AND WHEREAS section 15 of the Police Services Act R.S.0. 1990, c.P.15
provides that a municipal council may appoint persons to enforce the by-laws
of the municipality and that municipal law enforcement officers are peace
officers for the purpose of enforcing municipal by-laws;

AND WHEREAS section 12 of the Dog Owners’ Liability Act R.S.O. 1990, c.
D.16 provides that a municipal law enforcement officer is a peace officer for the
purposes of that Act;

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL FOR THE CORPORATION OF THE
TOWN OF KINGSVILLE ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. The following persons are appointed as by-law enforcement officers for
the purposes of enforcing the provisions of the Town’s by-law to
provide for the licensing, regulating and registration of dogs, as
amended, or such similar by-law as may be in force from time to time
all in accordance with an agreement between the Town of Kingsville
and Essex County K9 Services dated November 30, 2017, and are
appointed as municipal law enforcement officers for the purposes of
the Dog Owners’ Liability Act:

2. That By-law 28-2015 is hereby repealed.

3. This By-Law comes into force and takes effect on the day of the final
passing thereof.
